We would like to extend a cordial welcome to the new residents of Tecumseh Township and trust that this newsletter contains helpful information for you and all of our residents. 
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RENEWAL OF PUBLIC SAFETY MILLAGE:

We are required by law to renew our public safety millage every 4 years.  This millage was last renewed in 2006 and it will be on the August primary ballot this year.  The money collected from this millage can only be spent for public safety which includes all fire and safety protection.  We currently contract with the city of Tecumseh for our fire protection  which given our townships proximity gives our residents the quickest response time and best fire protection available.  We will continue to only levy enough millage to support our current requirement.  Passage of this renewal is critical for us to maintain our fire and safety protection.  Given the size of our township and the available voters your vote is important.  We hope that our residents will make it a point to vote "yes " on this renewal in August.  

Taxes & Revenue Sharing:

Our township will continue to receive less tax revenue and revenue sharing from the state due to the down turn in the economy.  This is to be expected and we should be planning accordingly.  Our revenue sharing from the state of Michigan is being reduced by 5% this year and will more then likely be further reduced by at least that much next year.  Our tax base (SEV state equalized value) for residential property will continue to go down this year an additional 10.3% which brings residential property down 19.2% over the past two years.  Our SEV's go down or up each year based on the actual sales in our township, not including foreclosures.

It is important for receipt of any and all future funding, both Federal and State, that you complete and return this form.  An incomplete count could mean that Tecumseh Township & Lenawee County would not receive its fair share of funding.

General Information:

Tecumseh Township is slightly over 13 square miles and its population in the 2000 census was 1881 residents with approximately 550 residences.  Our borders are Allen Rd. to the North, M-52/N. Adrian Hwy. to the West, West Russell Rd. & Shull Rd. to the South, & Hendershot Hwy. to the East.  Fire coverage is contracted through the City of Tecumseh and police coverage is by the Lenawee County Sheriff’s Department.

Board Meetings are held the second Monday of each month at 7pm at the Masonic Hall located at 700 Bishop Reed Drive (North off Brown Street) in Tecumseh.

Township Web Site:  Our township web site www.tecumsehtownship.org continues to be revised and updated where applicable.  It contains information on building permits, taxes, our budget, contact information, and recently we added our Zoning Ordinances.  Please visit the web sight and provide us with your comments.   

Building Inspector for Tecumseh Township is Harry Hutchison and can be reached at 423-3162 (ext 1010) or cell phone # (517) 605-3047.  We are contracting this service from Raisin Township.    Applications for building permits can be found on our web site (tecumsehtownship.org) or by calling or e-mailing Harry. 

Homestead Property Exemption:  If you own property that is your primary residence then you are eligible for a homestead property exemption.  This exempts you from paying the additional 18 mills to the state for school operations and is collected with the summer tax statement.  To determine if you are receiving this exemption look at your most recent tax bill and there is a line that shows:  P.R.E. %.  If that column shows 100% then you are receiving the exemption.  If this exemption on your principal residence is not shown on your tax statement, then please call our Assessor, Tim Voorhees at 263-8694.  You also may be eligible for this exemption for farm land.  

Please keep in mind that the homestead property exemption is different then the homestead property tax credit that is available when you file your state income tax
Mosquito Program:  For the past several years we have contracted with APG for a mosquito control program intended to help protect us from the West Nile virus.  Given the unique weather conditions we have had over the past couple of years, this program has not been as effective as anticipated.  When weather conditions are wet enough regardless of how much we treat we are unable to stop mosquito’s from breeding. In 2009 the Board reduced the contract to treat only those residents that request it; we are currently reviewing this program for 2010.   We would appreciate your comments regarding its effectiveness.     

	When a tornado watch is issued:
If you are inside go to your basement or a place that will protect you from glass and other flying materials.  If you are outside hurry to the basement of a sturdy building or lie flat in a ditch or low lying area.  If you are in a car or a mobile home – get out immediately and head for safety.

Tecumseh School District residents get two bills a year, a summer and winter one.  The Summer billing is handled by the County Treasurer and is usually sent out in the spring with payment due by approximately mid September.  The Winter billing is handled by the Township Treasurer and goes out the first week in December and is due by mid February.

Clinton School District residents also now receive two bills a year.  Summer taxes are handled by the County Treasurer and includes the State Education tax.  The Winter tax bill is handled by the Township Treasurer and is sent out the first week in December and due by mid February.

If you have any questions about your taxes please call our Township Treasurer.  Also watch your newspapers for the notices of the schedule of meetings for the Board of Review.  Board of Review meetings are held on the 2nd Monday & Tuesday of March every year.  If you do not receive your notice of assessment change by then, call Tim Voorhees our assessor.  This is the time to voice your opinion on your taxes.

Payment of Taxes Via Internet Banking:

Tecumseh Township does allow payment of the winter taxes via internet banking.  All payments/checks must have the property identification number on them.  Example:  TE0- 999-0001-00. 

Tecumseh Township Road Report

Lenawee County Road Commission Right of Way:

The Lenawee County Road Commission has a right of way on both sides of the road up to 33 feet from the center of the road.  They are legal in cutting down any tree or limb, digging up sprinkler systems that are close to the road and taking down any fences within that 33 foot span.  They often will do tree trimming in this area and leave the cuttings there.  The homeowner in this case can use the wood first and if they do not want it then others may take it (check with homeowner first).  Most wood left over goes this route but unfortunately some just stays there.

For 2009  We had three projects for Tecumseh Township.  We replaced the large culvert on Dillingham Drive, crack sealed and chip coated Billmyer Hwy. from M-50 North to Allen road and some tree trimming.  This work totaled approximately $102,000.

For 2010  We are currently reviewing our roads and at this time we are estimating that we will be working on Stone and Smith roads.  We will be getting estimates to add gravel or stone to them and possibly add tile to facilitate quicker movement of water from under the roads and effectively extend their life.  We may also continue with tree trimming if needed and if funds are available.  We will continue to review our road conditions  with the Road Commission throughout the year to determine if any other issues need to be addressed. 

NOTE:  If any of our residents notice any deterioration on any of our Township road surfaces after the frost leaves the ground or anytime during the year, please call Mike Feight at 423-7550 and report the problem.  Your cooperation is greatly appreciated.

	Do you know which side of the road is proper to walk on?  The answer is walk facing oncoming traffic.  That way you can see what's coming at you and dive into the roadside if necessary.  Cyclists, on the other hand should ride on the same side autos do.  What ever you are walking with – dog or stroller, or on your own – face traffic for safety.  




Building Permit Information

Our Township Building Inspector is Harry Hutchison 423-3162 (ext 1010) or Cell phone number is 517-605-3047.

NOTE:  All permits for Electrical, Mechanical, & Plumbing are now being handled through the Raisin Township Building Inspector's Department.  You can call Mr. Harry Hutchison at the number above and your request will be addressed.

The most often asked question is “When do I need a permit?”  The State of Michigan Building Codes state the following:

R105.1 Required:  Any owner or authorized agent who intends to construct, enlarge, alter, repair, move, demolish, or change the occupancy of a building or structure, or to replace any electrical, gas, mechanical, or plumbing system, the installation of which is regulated by this code, or to cause any such work to be done must obtain the required permit(s).  

Under the various codes (including Township ordinances) certain types of work have been exempted from requiring permits.  Under most of the codes a permit is NOT required for normal maintenance and repair work unless there are code considerations.  Examples of where you would NOT need a permit are: residing of your house, shingle replacement, replacing doors or windows where there are no structural changes to the openings.

Also, any accessory structure less then 200 square feet (residential) or less then 150 square feet (in industrial/commercial) used as a tool or storage shed is exempt from needing a building permit.  But a zoning compliance permit is needed to make sure that the zoning regulations are complied with.  Driveways (except those in the right of way) and do not have a retaining wall over 30 inches are exempt.  If you are not sure if you need a permit or not please call the Inspector at (517) 605-3047 or send an e-mail to buildinginspector@raisintownship.com
Do I need a permit for a fence?  

You do need a zoning compliance permit for a fence.  This permit allows the building inspector to ensure you are meeting zoning requirements, height and other criteria.  We do not verify property lines in this review, as the homeowner is required to know where their property lines are.  When putting up a fence please keep in mind that if you place a fence exactly on a property line that fence will/may become the property of both residents.  

Do I need a fence for my pool?

Michigan State law states that any pool, spa, or hot tub that contains water over 24 Inches in depth is required to have a surrounding fence.  This includes the smaller blow up pools.  The fence is required to be four (4) feet in height and have a self latching gate where applicable.  
Dog License Reminder

Please purchase a license for your pet in case it is lost or missing; the license number is your pet's identification.

Licenses are available from the county Treasure in the Old Courthouse Bldg. all year. The cost from March 1 – November 30 is $20.00 or December 1 – February 28 is $10.00 for male or female.  A current valid rabies vaccination certificate must be presented to purchase a license.  Unlicensed Dogs may be picked up as a public nuisance & furthermore persons who fail to license their dogs are subject to a $1000 fine or up to 90 days in jail or both, plus court costs.  State law requires all dogs 4 months old or over to have a license.

There is also a ‘no charge’ county recycling program in Lenawee County.  Drop off location is the Macon Township Hall on Clinton-Macon Road on the first Saturday of each month.  Hours are 8:00 a.m. till 12:00 Noon. Currently there is also a 24/7 drop off location next to (on North side) the Raisin Township Hall located on the corner of Occidental & Gady Road.  Items collected at each location are the same:
Newspapers, mixed paper – phone books, office paper, paper bags, junk mail & non glossy magazines.  

Cardboard - must be flattened and/or cut up.

Glass    

Plastics - rinsed with lids and rings removed and crushed to save space.

Electronic trash has become more difficult to dispose of in Lenawee County.  Currently trash collectors do not take used televisions and old computers. Goodwill in Adrian will collect used computers, keyboards and printers. 

The Lenawee County Solid Waste Department does have consumer electronics collections throughout the year for televisions and other electronics other then the computers mentioned above. Burn Permits / Open Burning

Please note that a Burn Permit is required for outside burning.  A “no charge” permit may be obtained from the Tecumseh Fire Dept. at 101 E. Russell Rd. between the hours of 7 AM and 7PM.

1. “Open Burning” is defined as the rapid burning of combustible material

outside of a building or structure at occupied dwelling units but excluding multiple dwellings and when such burning is done in a container constructed of steel, brick, or masonry with proper venting at the base and screening over the top.

a. Allowed in rear yard and the container shall be a minimum of 15 feet away from any building or property line.

b. Open burning shall be permitted from 7:00 AM to 8:00 PM on any day.

2. “Open Fire” is defined as a fire made from any material or substance which

fire is kindled and maintained in whole or in part in the open air.  An open fire shall only be permitted pursuant to the above provisions for open burning provided, however, that an open fire shall also be permitted for the following purposes.

a. The burning of wood, charcoal, coke or other accepted fuel for the preparation of food in an approved container.

b. Campfire between 8:00 AM and Midnight on any day.

c. The burning of tree trimmings and brush. 

3.
The following types of open burning are NOT lawful:


Burning of excess construction or demolition materials, non-combustible materials, automobiles or parts thereof, open burning of any material at multiple dwelling, commercial, or industrial sites or on any public property whether on the ground or in a container.  Both Tecumseh Township and the State of Michigan deem burning of garbage/trash unlawful

NEWS FROM YOUR TECUMSEH DISTRICT LIBRARY

     In late January, TDL began an interior renovation project.  Motivated by patron input, their Strategic Plan, a community survey completed in the fall of 2009 and increased usage, library leaders determined the time was right to improve the existing facility.  Plans include making the library more energy efficient, adding more public access computers, upgrading the lighting and furnishings.  Working with Krieghoff-Lenawee Construction Management, Gayle Hazelbaker, Library Director, anticipates the $800,000 project to take approximately six months.  The entire renovation will be paid for with money from the library’s Capital Improvement Fund, supplemented by interest from the library’s endowment fund.
